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Summary

Back to school was a focus for 
Halifax District in September 
with a number of initiatives 
taking place within the school 
zones.  School buses were 
followed while on their routes 
to ensure student safety while 
boarding  as well as acting as a 
deterrent to drivers 
considering passing the buses 
while idle.  Radar checkpoints 
were conducted in the school 
zones along with monitoring of 
crosswalks and discussions 
with crossing guards.  A 
number of foot patrols were 
done at the schools with 
introductions to principals, 
staff and students.  
Participation, monitoring and 
follow ups were done during 
and after school Lock down 
drills.
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A Canadian magazine, 
‘FLARE’, contacted the 
RCMP and advised as part 
of Canada 150 celebrations 
they were featuring 100 
plus women as part of their 
FLARE #HowIMadeIt 
campaign. The story 
celebrates“100+ talented, 
ambitious and driven 
Canadian women with cool 
jobs.”  Hfx. Districts own 
Cst.

Thank to all 
Partners in Policing for the 
smooth ride given to the 
Coast to Coast ride for Kids 
with Cancer. These Cancer 
Specialists and team 
Members rode BICYCLES 
from White Rock BC to the 
IWK here in Halifax. 
Musquodoboit Harbour 
organized 3 special 
checkpoints the same day 
throughout the area for 
back to school.  100’s of 
cars were stopped and  
were provided with 
information on school 
zones, school bus safety as 
well as the move over law. 
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
