Human trafficking is an offence that involves controlling, forcing, intimidating or deceiving a
person of any age ir order to exploit them through various forms of sexual exploitation or forced

labour.

Trafficked/sexually exploited people aren’t always hidden in dark rooms, away from the public
eye. They're often transported from one place to another and use public transportation. You can
play a crucial role in the fight against this issue by being the eyes and ears of the

community.

SIGNS THAT SOMEONE MAY BE A VICTIM:

- They may seem disoriented or disheveled. - They don’t have their own credit cards or forms of

- The person/people they're with seems to be preventing them ~ 1heyre travelling with minimal luggage.
