This year will mark the 25" Anniversary of the Liberation of Kuwait and the Coalition
declaration of a cease-fire. The Canadian Armed Forces (CAF) participation in the
Coalition was named OP FRICTION and the anniversary of the military contribution will
be commemorated by the CAF through the conduct of a number of events in Kuwait and
across Canada. A ceremony to remember military personnel who served in the Gulf War
will occur on Friday, 26 February 16 at 10:00. The ceremony will consist of a military
assembly at HMC Dockyard. This event will include a Sea King helicopter to be placed
at NB next to HMCS PRESERVER and a Sea King will fly-past NB on completion of a
minute of silence from 12 Wing Shearwater.
