Preston Township Heritage Days

WHEREAS, 2019 commemorates the historic commemoration of the largest and oldest indigenous Black
Communities In Canada, known as the Preston Township established in 1784.

Scotian Communities that make up the Township of Preston. The significands of the recognizing the
