The desired
outcome of this presentation is a motion by council to commemorate this occasion in HRM and that

the municipality recognizes January 15, 2022 as the 230th anniversary of this unprecedented exodus that
took place at the height of the Transatlantic Slave Trade - the first and largest return of people of African
descent to the continent of Africa. The presenters would also like to submit a petition at this time
addressing the need for commemoration.
