IT IS THE CONTRACTOR’S RESPONSIBILITY TO READ ALL DRAWINGS, SPECIFICATIONS AND NOTES RELATED TO

ALL PLANTING SHALL CONFORM TO THE CANADIAN NURSERY TRADES ASSOCIATION METRIC GUIDE SPECIFICATIONS AND
