There were ten altogether,
and we left one barrel with Peter, Then there
were two casks of some sort of liquid. I would
not swear it was ales We brought it up to the patrol
station, It was about twenty after five, The
horse was light and had a heavy load. I rushed in
the side door of the Police Station. Controller
Paylor and Deputy-Northover were talking together
and I rushed in and said "We have a big catech this
time," Mr. Nerthover seid "Who?" and I said
"Peter Flemming™ and I went in and they followeds
Deputy Northover came through near the stall where
Tracey keeps his booze, Controller Taylor stood
near where the old horse was standing. I opened the
doorse 1In the scrambling of thehorse the Deputy
had to stand back. Mr. Tracey jumped from one side
of the wagon and said "Was that door open?" and
ke said "I thought I saw it open" and Northover said
"Noe" "What door do you mean?" and he said "This
door.

Q You heard what Controller Taylor, Deputy-Northover
and Policeman Johnson saide Is that correct?

A. NO.
Qe What do you say to that?

Ae When I came in with the load of stuff from Peter
Flemming's on August 16th, It was on the 1l0th
when I first noticed liguor disappearing from my
store room and I found that three or four cases
hed been opened seized from the Internstional
Clothing Cos and quite a lqt of the liquor had
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been removed, I notified the Chief of Police
end I had another Yale lock put on, but it still
went one On the 16th I made a seizure from
Peter Flemming's and Mr. Northover and Controller
Taylor were present in the patrol houses Mr.
Taylor was some distance away and Northover
was in the door. I judge the door was about one
third open. I do not think I was very excited,
I think it was rather om the other hand, I
asked him why the door was open and the remark he
made to me was he wanted to see how much room
there wase I said "What do you want to see about
room for?" and with that he went out of the store
room. Mr, Taylor was there at the time and he
stayed with us and we got off the load of stuffe
The bottles that Mr. Taylor complained of were
outside, All full bottles were kept under loek
eand key.

Was any liquor disturbed at the time?

There were three stalls in & row there, In the
next stall to mine was a barrel half full of ale,
and in the next stall there were six or eight
bottles.

Was it there the day before?

It was not there at my last visite

Do you know where it eame from?

It came out of one of the eases, It was the

same liquor that was in one of the cases that had
been opened,

What about the door being closed? Did Mre
Northover close it?

Yes. It closed by a Ysle lock.

How was he standing when he closed it?

He had to turn his face to the door.

What was the condition of Mr. Tgylor at the time?

Well, if I were to judge rightly I think
Controller Taylor had been drinking a little,

From what would you judge that?

From his actionse

bid you make a complaint then to Mr. Taylor?

Noe It was some time after I made the eomplaints

During the week of the expleosion did you notice
Controller Taylor under the influence of liquor?

No. I was not here, except a couple of times,

When the relief work was going on did you notice
Controller Taylor under the influence of liguor?

I did on one occasions I advised him to go home,
ean@ I judged fhat night that he was under the
influence, .
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Qs How did he show 1it?

Ao I ean't exactly say, only he was a kind of excite
-able going round. There were quite a number of
gomments at the time,

As He was complaining of having hurt his knee,
Qe Did you smell any liquor on him?

Ae Yes, I dide I advised him to go hom® and get a rest
and he said alright. There is another statement I
wigh to make, ILater on I spoke to Mr. Northover and
said that the liquor was still dissppearing, and as I
had ezught him at the door I thought him responsible
and he sgid that I was a "bloody liar™ and I did not
see him theres On another occasion I mentioned it
and he said to blame the right one, didn*t I see who
wag with him? Those were the three different times
it was brought upe

Qe Did you give Controller Taylor liguor more than once
for Bockhead?

Ao Yes, on several occasionse Controller Taylor came
to me several times for liquor for Rockhead.

Qe TWhat for?

A. He told me he wanted it for the prisoners.
Qe Do you know if it ever got there?

A. I dont know anything further,

Q. Has he ever asked you for it personally for his
own use?

Ae He has asked, but I never gave him any. The night
before the office was broken into the last time
he was in my office and asked if I had anything
open and I said No, the stuff was all seized pende
«-ing a court of enquiry,
