The Board of Ccntrol beg to report that the Halifax Relief
Commissicn has under consideration a proposal to assist the sit-
uvation with respect to the immediate necessity for providing accommo-
dation fér cases of Infectious Diseases. The Commission is prepared
to expend up to $10,000,00 for this purpose and this Board recommends
that applicetion be made to them to utilize that sum in improving
and enlarging the present Infectious Diséases Hogpital at Rockhead,
which was damaged by the explosion,

The City has a claim of about $8,000,00 for damage done to the
building, which when adjusted and added to the $10,000.00 which the
Commission is prepared to expend would make a fund of ﬁlS,OO0.00.v
If this money were expended on the present building and an enlarg-
ment of it, necessitated by the aniticpations of the Gommissioné
because of the extraordinary conditions existing through lack of
hous ing accommodetion and the large number of non-residents now
temporarily within the City it would stand as a more permanent work
than the originally proposed erection of a temporary structure on
the City Home property and the sum of $10,000,00 would be applied

to a permanently useful purpose instead of being practically wasted.
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
