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Integrity
Character Defining Elements

« Avery large granite glacial erratic [Rocking Stone], resting upon a
flat granite outcrop, which could once be rocked using a lever;

 Glaciated granite outcrops and other glacial erratics of varied
sizes throughout the site, including a grouping of large boulders
near the shoreline of Kidston Lake;

« Physical access to the Rocking Stone site, including the last
remaining section of the original Rockingstone Road;

« Continued recreational use of the site, including access to
Kidston Lake;

« Undisturbed surrounding woods composed primarily of black
spruce and paper birch; and

« dry barrens ecosystem listed in the International Biological
Program as a place of ecological value and noted to contain the
rare Greenland sandwort (a small, perennial flowering plant).
