Slab pours start first thing in the am and the concrete normally finishes by 9 pm, but the finishers
need to complete and this work sometimes requires until 11 or 12 pm.

REASON FOR EXEMPTION

Unfortunately, it is near impossible to pour a continuous slab and have finished within the allowed
time. If finishers do not finish this will lead to premature finishing which will lead to cracks, scaling

amongst other issues.

Work will not be preformed on statutory holidays,
and a complaint handing protocol will be in place to address concerns promptly.
