	The “Noise Event Request” form shall be submitted a minimum of five (5) business days prior to the event.
	The “Notice to Residents and Businesses” template shall be used as the written notice and delivered to properties within 30m of the construction site / noise event.

	Describe the activity including the type of noise impacts and duration of the expected afterbefore hours noise events: Concrete finishing of poured structural slab. Crew of workers will be communicating amongst themselves and using small equipment and lights needed to finish and place the curing cement. 
	Description of why noise within the prohibited hours of the N200 Bylaw is required: By the time all the cement trucks have arrived, and the crane has bucketed all to the intended slab, finishing and placement takes another few hours (plus or minus weather depending) and it will put us past the approved hours.
	Describe what sitespecific steps you will take to reduce the impact of the noise ie measures could include locating construction equipment away from residences discouraging queuing of vehicles prior to site opening etc: We book cement trucks for first thing in the morning and organize to the best of our ability so that we do not have downtime between concrete deliveries. We also split the pouring on one slab into 2 days so the area to finish and place is smaller based on approval by the structural engineer.

Idling during wait times is a maximum of 3 minutes, unless it is required for the vehicle to perform a duty. 

Any loud music or yelling is monitored and will be dealt with if such should arise.
	Describe what equipment related steps you will take to reduce the impact of the noise ie measures could include sound barriers to muffle generators scheduled inspections of equipments condition etc: All on site equipment is subjected to scheduled inspections.
