We will undertake regular construction during regular hours. We will pour concrete within the regular
hours but need to wait for concrete to set up so that the slabs can be steel trowel finished. This
process will creep into prohibited hours and we will need an exemption for each slab Finish process.

Our Construction area is 30 meters away from adjacent residences but we want to submit this
application to ensure that neighbours are aware. We will notify all neighbours of upcoming Noise
Events and have already contacted all adjacent properties regarding our Construction Project and
we have and are following our CMP. We are diligent to keep the flow of traffic to our site to a
minimum so as not to disrupt the street or adjacent properties. We have been active now for 1 year
with no complaints. Now that we will be working outside of allowable hours, we want to advise
neighbours of our operations which will be gas powered ride on concrete finishing Trowels which
should take several hours after a slab pour. Where we are quite far from Residential neighbours, we

do not anticipate any excessive noise issues.
